	PROJECT ABSTRACT: In the 2002 Environmental Assessment and Wetland Statement of Findings (SOF) for the Grand Teton National Park North Park Road Project, the NPS and the Federal Highway Administration committed to reclaiming 3.5 acres of Pond #5 at the Snake River Gravel Mine to wetland and open water systems. This would serve as compensation for the 0.92 acres of wetland impacts that would occur during construction of Phases 1 and 2 of the road rehabilitation project, and would fulfill requirements of both the 404 permit issued by the Corps of Engineers and the NPS Statement of Findings.  This proposal is for the collection of data, preliminary design work, and completion of final design drawings and specifications for the Pond 5 reclamation, including a planting plan.  As described in the 2002 SOF, this project will be contiguous with and hydrologically connected to the adjacent 46-acre gravel mine reclamation that was completed at this site in 2002-2003 (as-built drawing available upon request).  The same restoration concepts will be used to create additional wetland and open water habitats of the same types that were created in the 2002-2003 project.  The SOF stated that 25% of the site would be reclaimed to willow wetland habitat, 50% would be upper and lower sedge meadow and pond fringe habitat, and 25% would be open water. 

Dr. David Cooper (Colorado State University) and his student assistants will collect and analyze hydrologic, vegetation, topographic, and related data from this site for use in the preliminary and final design processes.  AutoCAD and engineering services will be provided by CSU, possibly through a sub-award. Deliverables will include preliminary, 95% and final design drawings, design specifications, and reports.  Reports will include critical volume figures, including capacity of the remaining pond, volume of onsite topsoil material, and volume of fill material that can be accommodated from offsite.  Joel Wagner (NPS Water Resources Division) will also participate in the design process, but is fully funded by the NPS.  Grand Teton National Park and Federal Highway Administration staff will be asked to review and comment on the preliminary design and the 95% design prior to completion of this project.
