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Abstract: 
This project will collect data on current visitor use levels at key areas within the Merced and Tuolumne Wild and Scenic River watersheds in Yosemite National Park. Data will be used to determine the timing of use, duration of use, intensity of use at selected sites within the two river corridors.  This project will ultimately be used to establish a visitor use monitoring system that will track the level of visitor use at key areas on a recurring basis.  Data obtained in this project may also be input into computer simulation models to test a range of potential standards of quality for visitor use density.  
Specific project objectives include:  1) Obtain accurate visitor use data for key sites within the Merced and Tuolumne Wild and Scenic River watersheds including use levels, use types, and use behaviors; 2) Establish permanent visitor use counting system using trail counters and other automated technology for long-term use monitoring.
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
