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Abstract:  Develop a viable approach to strategic implementation of Appropriate Management Response (AMR) for the NPS.  The NPS is a leader in developing and implementing the concepts AMR to wildland fire events.  This research would establish methods for incorporating AMR into strategic, pre-season planning.  Develop an approach to estimate spatially explicit expected benefit and cost profiles of different management responses to fire events on a landscape.  The outputs of this system could be used to develop methods for fire planners and managers to better and more confidently manage fire events through an AMR framework.  This is Year 2 of Task 9560070047.  Provide supplemental assistance to the CSU principal investigators to enable the processing of additional spatial data.  The proposed datasets will facilitate the inclusion of additional Department of Interior landscapes, and will be used to test concepts and analytic techniques on a variety of land ownerships related to the expression of local fire risk and benefit, and the identification of valuable fuels treatment areas. 
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
