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Abstract: 
Preparation of an amendment to the existing Zion NP Multiple Resource Area National Register of Historic Places nomination form and preparation of an archival research report is being carried out between the National Park Service (NPS) and the Colorado State University (CSU), Center for Public History and Archaeology (CPHA), Fort Collins, through the Colorado Plateau Cooperative Ecosystems Studies Unit (CPCESU) and Joint Ventures Agreement. 
This project will include the following tasks: 1) use existing detailed inventory information that will be provided to CSU to prepare an amendment to the existing Multiple Resource Area National Register nomination for four historic hiking trails – Grotto, Canyon Overlook, Hidden Canyon, and East Rim; and 2) conduct research in the Zion National Park (ZION) archives to determine the history of construction, use, and maintenance for seven historic hiking trails - Riverside Walk (Gateway to the Narrows), West Rim, Angels Landing, Emerald Pools, Weeping Rock, Sand Bench, and Watchman hiking trails. Archival research results will be presented in a brief report format accompanied by copies of all pertinent documents discovered during the research. 
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
