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Abstract: 
Write a Vegetation/Landscape Management Plan and environmental assessment (EA).  The CESU partner will continue the work already accomplished by an interdisciplinary team by fully describing alternatives, analyzing impacts on resource topics under each alternative, and writing the draft EA in accordance with DO-12. The Plan/EA will address issues for vegetation management and cultural landscapes, providing critical decisions and prescribing treatments for noxious weed treatment in a variety of vegetation zones (riparian, upland, old fields) and for overlapping cultural landscapes (two of three are eligible for the National Register). 
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
