Abstract: 


Under the conditions of this agreement, the National Park Service (hereafter referred to as the Service) will partner with Ft Lewis College (hereafter referred to as the College) to conduct an architectural condition assessment and 3D laser imaging of Inscription House ruin, Navajo National Monument (NAVA) and White House ruin, Canyon de Chelly National Monument (CACH). This work is consistent with the objectives of the Colorado Plateau Cooperative Ecosystem Studies Unit (CPCESU) in that it provides an opportunity for research with NAVA and CACH archaeological resources and engages students in professional archaeological training opportunities. This project is a cooperative venture between the Service and the College whereby both entities will be cooperating in the development and implementation of a research program directly related to the research and management of cultural resources within NAVA and CACH.  The College is requesting funding from NAVA to sponsor University participation in the project.  Funding for the project is sufficient to cover Phase I of the project, for architectural condition assessment and 3D laser imaging of White House ruin at Canyon de Chelly National Monument.  Phase II of the project is described herein and will be initiated if future funding becomes available.  The College will provide technical assistance through faculty, staff, and students in support of the project. Phase I will be implemented during FY 2009 and completed in FY 2011.
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
