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Abstract: 

This proposal serves to establish specific responsibilities pursuant to Cooperative Agreement No.  H1200-009-0005. Under the conditions of this agreement, the National Park Service (hereinafter referred to as NPS, or the Service) will utilize the services of personnel from the Museum of Northern Arizona (hereinafter referred to as MNA, or the Museum) to create a series of internet-based exhibits for artifacts associated with Navajo National Monument. This work will engage the public in an internet-based exploration of the scientific importance and cultural meanings of artifacts associated with exhibits currently on display at the Visitors’ Center at Navajo National Monument. This project is a cooperative venture between the Service and the Museum whereby both entities will be cooperating in the development and implementation of a research and public interpretation program directly related to the public’s appreciation and enjoyment of cultural resources within NAVA. The Museum will provide technical assistance and collections and archival access through its staff in support of the project. NPS will assist in research, collections access, and website development in support of the project. 
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
