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Abstract:
This project will conduct assessments at 65 archeological sites along the Bright Angel, River, and North Kaibab trails within Grand Canyon National Park.  The project will visit all previously recorded sites within the units and re-record and/or update data to meet current standards.  As time allows, staff shall document any new sites discovered en route to known sites.

Phase I will include the 27 documented sites near Indian Gardens and 2 new sites for a total of 29 sites.
These assessments are needed to meet Section 110 cultural resource identification, assessment, and evaluation, and Section 106 identification prior to undertakings, as required in the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended
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
