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Abstract: The project is to map the vegetation types of the three parks, Canyon de Chelly National Monument, Mesa Verde National Park, and Petrified Forest National Park, to the association level.  The vegetation mapping will follow the guidelines and standards of the National Vegetation Mapping Program, a cooperative effort of the NPS and the USGS.  This task agreement is a continuation of funding for NAU-106, NAU-157, and NAU197; the end date for the project is extended to 1/15/08; otherwise, the Scope of Work remains unchanged.   
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
