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Abstract: 
The overall purpose of the project described herein is to develop and test a rigorous and repeatable protocol for long-term monitoring of ground-dwelling arthropods, and to conduct pilot monitoring in pinyon-juniper woodlands at Mesa Verde National Park.  Pilot work is aimed at assessing the temporal and spatial variability with arthropod data and developing a baseline inventory of ground-dwelling arthropod species.  It is intended that the resulting peer-reviewed monitoring protocol will be incorporated into long-term monitoring of ecosystem integrity in these NPS units of the Southern Colorado Plateau I&M Network.   
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
