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Abstract: 
Project personnel will collaborate with park staff to ‘green’ the South Rim Visitor Center by developing conceptual designs for permanent interpreted water projects to demonstrate rainwater harvesting, water reuse, xeriscaping, low water use fixtures, and other sustainable strategies to conserve water. Project personnel will develop recommendations for materials, non-standard construction strategies, and signage to show how elements of the system work and to quantify the water conservation impact.
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
