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Abstract: 
Glen Canyon National Recreation Area (GLCA) is converting legacy cultural resources data into electronic format, and incorporating relevant project and site attributes into a cultural resources GIS database.  This is an ongoing process, in which GLCA has already accomplished entering site locational data into GIS-accessible format, and with the aid of NAU graduate students in a project last academic year (2010), succeeded in digitizing approximately 120 cultural resources project boundaries for legacy projects within GLCA boundaries.  However, as many as 400 projects have yet to be digitized and incorporated into the existing cultural resources GIS database.  Incorporation of the legacy data into the cultural resources GIS will allow for geospatial analyses and applications to facilitate efficient management decisions while maintaining a proactive historic preservation program.  Products of the project will include digitized project area boundaries in a geodatabase with FGDC-compliant metadata and a report documenting methods, results, and recommendations for continuing and future data management.
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
