	PROJECT TITLE: Second Year Inventory of reptiles and amphibians at Tuzigoot National Monument and Tavasci Marsh, Arizona.
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	PROJECT ABSTRACT:  The purpose of this project is to conduct the first inventory of the reptile and amphibian species of Tuzigoot National Monument and the adjacent Tavasci Marsh.  This work will be conducted in collaboration with multi-taxa inventories being conducted by the Sonoran Desert Inventory and Monitoring Network in FY2003-FY2004. It will extend the scope and breadth of initial surveys being conducted by the network at Tuzigoot. We will conduct a two-year survey of the monument and marsh using standard herpetological techniques, including sampling at randomly-selected plots to promote future replication. At the conclusion of the project, we will deliver a report detailing species present and their relative abundance, any species of special concern, management implications, and recommendations for monitoring.
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
