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Abstract: Given that land birds are good indicators of the effects of local and regional changes, the Northern Great Plains Inventory and Monitoring Network has identified land birds as a Vital Sign for long-term monitoring.  In order to accomplish the monitoring objectives for this Vital Sign, the Network needs to have the audio recordings collected at Wind Cave National Park analyzed by an experienced birder to identify bird species by song and to have data mining conducted for the existing long-term land bird monitoring data sets that exist for the Northern Great Plains region. 
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
