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Abstract: 
A collection condition survey will be conducted for an estimated 1,170 objects, including baskets, beads, bowls, cans, ceramic artifacts, eggshells, metal, pipes, and other potentially fragile objects from Bandelier National Monument stored at the Western Archeological and Conservation Center.  Condition surveys, treatments, and remounting as necessary will be completed for an estimated 10 objects from Tonto National Monument for the park’s new exhibits.
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
