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Abstract:
The National Park Service Intermountain Region Historic Preservation Programs-Cultural Landscapes and Tumacacori National Park needs Cultural Landscape Inventories(CLI) and National Register nominations completed for park cultural landscapes.  The project includes updating the existing draft CLI for the Calabazas Unit, and new CLIs completed for the Tumacacori Unit (including newly acquired lands) and the Guevavi Unit. CLIs will include landscape history, significance and integrity, identification of contributing landscape elements (e.g. spatial organization, circulation patterns, vegetation), and various administrative data.  Nominations will be based on CLI material, and will be submitted to the Arizona State Historic Preservation Office by the park.   
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
