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Abstract: 
This project will result in the conservation treatment of an estimated 50 objects, including the Custer box from Little Bighorn Battlefield, that are actively deteriorating in storage or are expected to be incorporated into exhibit rotation at parks following treatment.  Sample dry boxes that will permit the storage of fragile metals in relative humidity below 10% will be developed for use in parks.  A collection condition survey of an estimated 1,000 items in storage will help identify and establish patterns of deterioration.
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
