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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

This project involves collaboration between a Colorado Plateau CESU partner, University of Arizona, and Pipe Spring National Monument (PISP) to capture digital images of PISP herbarium specimens and make information about park and partner herbaria more useful and accessible to the public. The project will support the production of an estimated 530 high quality digitized color images of herbarium specimens from PISP. The University of Arizona Herbarium (UA) and PISP will collaborate to complete the imaging and PISP will post the images on the NPS Web Catalog and the Southwest Environmental Network (SEINet). This project is part of a larger NPS Herbarium Imaging Project (HIP) involving 20 NPS units and cooperating non-NPS herbaria that manage park specimens and participate in the consortium of Southwest herbaria to make herbarium data and images available on SEINet (Southwestern Environmental Information Network) at http://swbiodiversity.org/seinet/index.php. The project will not only provide global access to specimens in the PISP herbarium, but also integrate these data and images with data and images from the University of Arizona Herbarium and 23 other federal, state, local tribal, and non-governmental herbaria, as well as the 19 other participating parks. 
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
