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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

This project will continue ongoing efforts to accession museum collections located at the Western Archeological and Conservation Center (WACC) and University of Arizona natural history repositories.  Work will begin to consolidate information in diverse locations into object catalog records in the WACC collection and rectify deficiencies.  Storage upgrade of the Canyon de Chelly organics will be initiated by rebagging and reboxing previously cataloged items.  Cataloging of archeological collections for Montezuma Castle National Monument also will be completed.  These tasks provide exceptional opportunities for students to gain experience with entry-level museum operations.
