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Abstract: The SCPN conducted a plant inventory at Petroglyph National Monument in 2001-2002.  Drought conditions during this time period resulted in poor representation of plant species throughout the growing season and poor specimens for vouchers. The boundaries of Petroglyph National Monument encompass several distinctive habitat types that should continue to yield new plant species with additional fieldwork. In addition, the effects of long-term release from grazing pressures could yield new plant species over time. The ongoing vegetation mapping project (A Vegetation Map for Petroglyph National Monument, CA Number 433-CA-1248-01-001, 2006-2010) at Petroglyph National Monument provides an ideal opportunity to continue the plant inventory. NHNM staff provides species identifications and voucher specimens for vegetation mapping as a matter of routine; for inventory purposes, staff will provide additional, targeted field studies in productive areas as well as opportunistic collecting in addition to the routine activities associated with vegetation mapping.
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
