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Abstract:
This is a continuation of the development of the Fort Davis National Historic Site vegetation classification and mapping project.  The project will follow the NPS National Vegetation Mapping Program guidelines for content, precision and accuracy. The mapping used a combination of image analysis and digital aerial photo interpretation with the intent of increasing efficiency and accuracy.  The total area under consideration is approximately 192 ha.  Along with the mapping, a vegetation classification with community descriptions will be developed that follows the National Vegetation Classification (NVC).  Mapping will target individual plant associations per the NVC wherever possible with the constraints of the imagery quality and sampling depth. The final report will include analysis of the accuracy assessment. The final report will be produced with vegetation classification and map unit descriptions and the map as a single map sheet at the target scale. In addition, a data CD will be compiled containing the original data, a pdf file of the report and map, and the digital map layers in a GIS for use in ArcGIS.  
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
