Abstract:
The School of Architecture at the University of New Mexico (UNM) proposes to participate with staff from the National Park Service (NPS) in a program of assessment, research, training, and stabilization of the Cable Mountain Draw Works in Zion National Park. The Cable Mountain Draw Works is a frequently visited and highly interpreted historic site in the park that retains strong ties to the descendents of the area’s original Mormon settlers. Zion National Park desires to stabilize and repair damage to the timber draw works, and to that end UNM proposes to conduct a conditions assessment, develop repair strategies, and implement repairs. A small professional team will assess current conditions and develop treatment options; repairs will be addressed using a field school format that will result in training of students, park staff, and others in the repair techniques to be implemented.  These tasks will be conducted in two phases. The first will analyze, recommend, and plan for a stabilization program and the second phase will consist of field school activity to establish methods for stabilization. The park and staff of UNM will jointly participate in both phases.

It is anticipated that this project will include educational and training components, and that university students, NPS staff, and practicing professionals will be directly involved in portions of the work that may include: participation in the field assessment work; participation in the organization of site-collected data and its analysis; and implementation of repairs.
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
