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Abstract:
Little Bighorn Battlefield National Monument intends to produce a unique digitized Historical Resource Aerial Photograph and Base Map of the Battle of the Little Bighorn to enhance public knowledge and understanding of the battle, and its relationship to the powerful and dynamic cultural landscape today.  In order to achieve this, metadata (historic maps, aerial photographs and documents) on the battle need to be digitized and interfaced with the NPS Geographic Information System (GIS), creating a state of the art digital Aerial Photograph and Historic Base Map of the Battle of the Little Bighorn.  The comprehensive map will include information and locations of historic sites and features at the time of the Battle of the Little Bighorn on 24-28 June 1876 including Sitting Bull’s village, pony herds, Little Bighorn River channel, Lakota, Cheyenne, and Arapaho and 7th Cavalry movements, positions, casualty and burial sites, archeological data (artifact concentrations), non-combatant movements, and other important information to enhance our understanding of the battle, and serve as a template for future interpretation and management of Little Bighorn Battlefield National Monument.
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
