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Abstract: The purpose of this project is to provide additional information on archeological resources, especially historical archeological resources, within the La Bajada landscape, focusing on the National Register district area that is on U.S. Forest Service lands.   La Bajada is a notable geologic feature consisting of a black volcanic escarpment extending more than 20 miles south and east from the Rio Grande to the Galisteo Basin, in New Mexico.  The Route 66 and National Old Trails Road Historic District at La Bajada, and focus of this project, is located between Albuquerque and Santa Fe.  The district and adjacent landscape have been a major transportation corridor in the region for centuries.  The historic roadway, with its numerous hairpin turns, cross-section template, masonry retaining walls, and timber bridge, as well as the former tourist camp retain a high degree of integrity associated with early automobile travel in rural New Mexico. 
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
