ABSTRACT:
Hard Portland cement caps currently in place at Far View House will be replaced with vegetative soft caps which offer a low impact intervention that is both remedial and preventive. A two meter length of wall will be open and documented with ortho-rectified photo-elevations, and condition will be recorded. Vegetative caps will be installed with and without gravel under beds and geo-fabric. Data-loggers will be buried within each capping section to comparatively measure any differences in effect.  Pre-selected local natural vegetation will be sown on the caps. Several soft capping materials will be tested and monitored to measure sub-cap and ambient temperatures and moisture over a one-year period. The findings of this test will be reported, and recommendations will be made for future action.
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
