Undergraduate Admission Criteria
1.
Completion of forty-five (45) semester units of coursework at the time of application to include:

a.
The English foundations requirement (ENG 105 or equivalent) with a minimum English GPA of 3.0.  (If your English GPA is below 3.0, you may take an approved writing course to achieve the 3.0 GPA.)


If after completing the English foundations requirement, the cumulative English GPA is below 3.0, the applicant has the option of:

•
repeating ENG 105, 101, or 102 to raise the cumulative English GPA to 3.0.  (Please note - ENG 105 is listed as an approved course for PEP students to repeat grades of C)

OR

•
completing one or more of the following courses to supersede the previous English foundations requirement GPA: ENG 205, 210, 211, 220, 270, 302W or 310W

b.
MAT 150 or an acceptable equivalent with a minimum grade of C.

c.
MAT 155 or an acceptable equivalent with a minimum grade of C.

d.
Two lab science courses with a minimum grade of C in each course.
e.
EDF 200 or acceptable equivalent with a minimum grade of C.

2.
Completion of one of the following GPA requirements:


a.
cumulative 2.5 GPA in Liberal Studies courses

b.
cumulative 2.5 GPA in all courses
3.
A valid IVP fingerprint clearance card.  Information is available at:
