Admission Criteria
1. ENG foundation composition course(s) with a minimum cumulative English GPA of 3.0


•
If the English composition GPA is not 3.0, the applicant can complete one of the following NAU courses (or an advisor approved writing course) with a minimum grade of B:  ENG 105, ENG 205, 210, 211, 220, 270, 302W or 310W.
2. College Algebra or an approved math course with a minimum grade of C
3. One lab science with a minimum grade of C

4. Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited institution

a. GPA of 3.0 =  full admittance
b. Below 3.0 undergraduate gpa must petition the College of Education Admissions Committee to achieve conditional admittance with allowance to achieve 3.0 in graduate-level work with first nine (9) graduate credit hours
5. A copy of IVP fingerprint clearance card
