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Abstract: The Historic Resource Study is the primary history study for the park.  It provides a well documented narrative history of Hubbell Trading Post from the time of contact, through the development of the trading post and surrounding community, the development of water systems, the ranch/farm, and related businesses, the artists and others who visited and depicted the site and region, and the post’s evolution into the modern era.
