PROJECT ABSTRACT:  
Sivu’ovi is a large Basketmaker period pit house village with several small, Pueblo period rubble mounds. The site is located on a bluff in the southern portion of PEFO and covers approximately 12 acres. Over 45 eroding pit structures have been noted at the site. Portions of the site were first recorded in 1940 (Jepson 1941). Fieldwork at the sites was last conducted in 1989-90. At that time it was noted that the site was undergoing significant erosion. Because it is one of the largest known sites of its kind in the middle Little Colorado River region, it has great potential for further data, and massive erosion is destroying the site. The park has acquired funding for ground penetrating radar studies and mapping of the site. This technical assistance request would use that information and other data to develop a preservation plan for the site. 
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
