	PROJECT ABSTRACT:   This project continues CSU-80, a historic resource study of Minidoka Internment National Monument.  We are adding funding and extending the length of the agreement because we underestimated the amount of funding and time it would take to complete this project.  This historic resource study (HRS) will provide Minidoka Internment National Monument managers with a history of the park.  It will give them the information necessary to identify, evaluate, and understand the significance of resources they manage and to interpret that history (and its associated resources) to the American public.  While the main theme of the park is the internment of Japanese Americans during World War II, the study will place the park within a broader regional and national context.  It will cover the relevant historic themes and events leading up to and following World War II. 
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
