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	PROJECT ABSTRACT: Archeological survey of the La Jara Reservoir parcel will be conducted by Fort Lewis College (FLC) under CESU Agreement H1200-04-0002 in partnership with the Western Archeological and Conservation Center (WACC), National Park Service.  The La Jara Parcel has been subdivided into survey priority areas one through four, which will determine the order in which the parcels are surveyed.

Fort Lewis College and WACC will conduct archeological inventory survey of the La Jara parcels in the summer and fall of 2005.
