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Abstract: 
Development of a GIS curriculum and the training of park personnel from multiple disciplines in the use of these technologies have been identified as a need by Mesa Verde National Park to meet daily operational expectations and its core mission.  

Fort Lewis College will assist the park in the development of a progressive curriculum and with the presentation of GIS training.  The GIS training will incorporate work flows, data and applications relevant to park operations such as facility management, natural and cultural resource management, fire management, interpretation, and law enforcement.  The training will be evaluated and methods to maintain and enhance the GIS training program resulting from this project will be provided.
