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Abstract:
This project includes tasks in support of GRCA Vanishing Treasures database management. Tasks to be completed include the development of database functions such as project tracking, stabilization histories and project reporting, and organization of architectural documentation and condition assessment information in the GRCA Archeology Database. This project will include backlog data entry and stabilization report writing.
This project is needed to ensure proper organization, tracking and analysis of Vanishing Treasures Program data. Since 2000, the GRCA Vanishing Treasures Program has collected architectural information on more than 300 architectural units and completed stabilization at 12 sites. General data related to these projects has been stored in the GRCA Archeology Database. Database tables with architectural data in this relational database have recently been developed for the Vanishing Treasures Program. The form and function of this database need to be tested for usability and completeness by inputting project data. Additional functions also need to be incorporated into the existing database. These functions include project tracking, preservation maintenance worksheets and project reports. 
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
