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	PROJECT ABSTRACT: 

Stanton’s Cave, in the eastern Grand Canyon (GRCA) is well known among scientists for its extensive Quaternary paleontological resources, including bones of extinct mountain goat, extirpated sage grouse, river otter, bison, extinct teratorn, condor, and other Ice Age and recent animals.  Faunal (animal) remains have been collected from this cave since the 1950s, though the best known work was conducted by Dr. Robert Euler in 1969 and 1970.  An important monograph (1984) resulted from Dr. Euler’s work, which encompassed the geology, paleontology and archaeology of the cave.  This publication has become the primary source of information for the cave, and its faunal identifications have been considered valid thus far.

Condor faunal remains collected through the years are now housed in four Arizona collections: Grand Canyon Museum Collection, Museum of Northern Arizona (MNA) Archeology Collection, Museum of Northern Arizona Paleontology Collection, and the National Park Service (NPS) Repository at the Laboratory of Quaternary Paleontology, Quaternary Sciences Program (QSP), Northern Arizona University (NAU). 
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
