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Abstract:   In Summer 2004 Site 105 was excavated as a cooperative venture between the Service and NAU. Service and NAU personnel worked side-by-side to achieve the goals of the Scope of Work.  A total of two burned, prehistoric Cohonina  pit house structures were excavated. Surface artifacts were collected and the site was mapped using a total station and 3-dimensional Lidar technology. Artifacts recovered during these operations were washed, labeled, and typed by NAU faculty, staff, and students. Tree-ring specimens recovered during the excavations were sent to the Laboratory of Tree-Ring Research for analysis. Maps, profiles, and other drawings associated with the excavation were processed by the NAU Anthropology Laboratories. A preliminary report on excavations has been prepared. All photographs from the excavation have been processed, inventoried, and labeled.

Northern Arizona University proposes to conduct analysis of the pollen and charred macrobotanical specimens recovered from Site 105. NAU also proposes to prepare artifacts and other archaeological materials recovered from Site 105 for curation by GRCA.  These tasks will be followed by the production of a professional quality report and digital files documenting the results of the excavation and analysis of Site 105.
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
