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Abstract: Northern Arizona University (NAU) is selected to support the field crew effort for the vegetation inventory at the Grand Canyon National Park and Lake Mead NRA, with the potential for BLM Parashant NM additional crew efforts in 2008. This effort will span the later summer of 2007 and the 2008 season, with three 8-day sessions each in Aug-Sept 07, and March-May 2008. Crews will be located in Flagstaff, AZ and St. George, UT. All crew member hiring, salaries, training, equipment, per diem, and vehicles are included. Field equipment and herbarium supplies, as well as training materials and printing expenses are included. Data reduction, QA/QC and data checking are included.  The Natural Resource Program Center (NRPC) will initiate the cooperative agreement, and plans to migrate this agreement to GRCA control in FY08.  The BLM Parashant National Monument plans to contribute FY08 funds for expanded crew coverage in the 2008 modification.  FY08 funds are planned to augment the crew funding for the remainder of May-Oct 2008 for 9 additional 8-day sessions. This funding as well as the other half of the herbarium case costs will be added by modification with FY08 funding.
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
