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Abstract: This project will involve the application of the Restoration Rapid Assessment Tool on selected disturbed sites on Santa Rosa Island National Park.  Sites to be assessed will be stratified into fog forest, coastal shrub, invaded sites, and rare plant sites.  A total of at least 50 sites will be assessed.  The results of this assessment along with other previous research conducted on Santa Rosa, will be applied to the development of a Restoration Strategy for the Island.  
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
