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Abstract:   
The work for which the student is responsible consists of the following:

· Data entry into the Archeological Sites Management Information System (ASMIS) of a significant backlog of site information:  years of site recording and condition assessment have not been entered into the official NPS ASMIS database.  Data entry is intellectually challenging as it requires fundamental knowledge of archeological principles and information and requires judgment in data entry based upon a dictionary that explains terms in the database. Nevertheless, ambiguity remains and will require the student to work with a GLCA staff archeologist to make decisions about data entry thereby enabling student learning.

· Site condition assessments within GLCA and Rainbow Bridge National Monument:  GLCA has a yearly reporting requirement to accomplish site condition assessments that will require the hired student to do fieldwork during the year at various locations on Lake Powell and in rugged canyon country.  This will provide the student with archeological field experience in site documentation and condition assessment.
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
