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Abstract: In collaboration with the George Washington Birthplace National Monument (GEWA) we will continue to implement an ATBI Program that includes educational and research activities that are most useful to the public and the mission and goals of GEWA and the NPS. The cooperative agreement will include activities that will allow GEWA to maintain a long-term biodiversity program that can be scaled up or down depending on available resources. It will also enable the application of results from GEWA to be utilized Servicewide including parks across the Colorado Plateau and parks participating in NPS-National Geographic-sponsored events.
1. Continue literature survey and building public databases that would include records of any species likely to inhabit GEWA.  These lists will be obtained from peer-reviewed literature, NPSpecies, NRbib, I&M reports that document species from specific habitats encountered at GEWA.  For example, any publications listing arthropod species from plant species in northeastern United States and occur at GEWA will be recorded as likely species occurring at GEWA. Note: the Commonwealth of Virginia also maintains species databases within the Department of Conservation and Recreation -http://www.dcr.virginia.gov/, Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries - http://www.dgif.state.va.us/wildlife/, and Virginia Department of Forestry - http://www.dof.virginia.gov/index.shtml - all have useful information and may also have some species list information for our specific area. 

2. Conduct biodiversity surveys at GEWA and Thomas Stone National Historical Site during summer months of 2010 and coordinate additional surveys during the project period. Continue building  reference collection and accompanying database. We will also participate in the Biscayne NP Bioblitz event and apply lessons learned from that bioblitz to GEWA and future bioblitzes at other NPS units.  
3. Develop education outreach material for NPS staff, NPS docent programs, K-12, and the general public. 
3.  Update the website http://www.mpcer.nau.edu/gewa/ that features all the distilled information gathered for the GEWA-ATBI as well as educational materials including videos.  Create an ArcMap project that has a complete database of biodiversity at GEWA.  Create the template and model for Servicewide use.
4. Finaliza a strategic plan for an ATBI program at GEWA based on feedback from NPS personnel, educators and scientists from the area near GEWA.  It will describe a variety of different education and research projects that would be compatible with the mission of GEWA and further one or more goals identified by the park.
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
