Exhibit Design, Navajo National Monument

 
The purpose of this project is to assist NPS with development of an Exhibit Plan for exhibits in the Historic Visitor Contact Station at Navajo National Monument.  The Exhibit Plan will include interpretive content for all exhibits, production-ready graphic files, and final design files. The design team will consist of staff from Northern Arizona University, Navajo National Monument and the NPS Intermountain Regional Office. 
Under the Colorado Plateau Cooperative Ecosystems Study Unit (CPCESU) Cooperative Agreement between the National Park Service (NPS) and Northern Arizona University (NAU), the NPS proposes a partnership with NAU to plan and design exhibits and prepare all final drawings for the purpose of returning the restored Visitor Contact Station to an interpretative structure.  This collaborative effort will combine NAU’s technical assistance in interpretation, exhibit design and resource knowledge for improved interpretation and visitor experiences within the park. 
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
