Cooperator will provide a student from the Archeology Program to assist TUMA Park Archeologist in locating 42 archeological sites in SAGU and acquire the following at each site: 

1. Current condition assessment and completion of an ASMIS Site Form; definitions for condition (Good, Fair, Poor, Destroyed) will be used as defined in the ASMIS Database Data Dictionary; all 52 highlighted, required fields on the ASMIS Site Form will be completed, 

2. A corrected or real-time GPS location in UTMs,

3. Enter all field information collected into the ASMIS archeological site database; access to the database will be provided by the TUMA Park Archeologist; student will be required to hold necessary certification for access to federal government computers.  
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
