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Abstract:   This project will improve exhibition of museum objects in the Old Santa Fe Trail Building, Santa Fe, New Mexico by converting the exhibit cases to micro-environment exhibit cases with LED lighting.  This continuation effort adds funding to accommodate the fabrication stainless steel frames to fit non-square case openings and to waterproof the tops of the cases to mitigate the effects of leaks from overhead pipes.
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
