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Abstract:   This project will print inventories, enter new accessions and catalog records and update backlog as necessary, complete FY09 year-end reporting to Washington for Chiricahua National Monument, Coronado National Memorial, and Fort Bowie National Historic Sites’s museum activities, and begin research on the location and condition of collections stored off-site and database assessments as time permits.
