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Abstract:   This project will assist Chiricahua National Monument with conducting a collection condition survey of an estimated 2,650 museum items.  This information will be combined with other collection condition surveys to provide a comprehensive assessment of the condition of the park’s museum collections and information on the appropriate management of these items.  Collections relocated from the park to the Western Archeological and Conservation Center will be inventoried, treated for infestations, and placed in storage.  Catalog records will be updated to reflect the results of the collection condition survey and the relocation of the collections.  Accountability and preservation of the park’s museum collections will improve significantly as a result.
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
