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Abstract:   This project will assist six parks in achieving accountability by processing and cataloging an estimated 21,500 archives into the Automated National Catalog System (ANCS+) and preparing finding aids; upgrading legacy catalog and accession documentation; entering new accession data; and assembling archeology and oral history collections. Digital images will be made and selected images printed for the ruins preservation collections from the Southern Arizona Group and the Western Archeological and Conservation Center (WACC), and the nitrate negatives from Grand Teton National Park to facilitate use.  A comprehensive digital archive will be developed for El Morro National Monument to maximize the utility of resource preservation documentation by staff and researchers.  Archival surveys, assessments, and initial processing will be completed for an estimated six parks to prepare for comprehensive archival cataloging efforts or individual projects.  Preservation efforts include partially reorganizing the WACC Archives Repository to accommodate incoming collections and equipment and preparing nitrate negatives for permanent cold storage and rehousing the historic photograph collection for Grand Teton National Park.  
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
