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Abstract: 
An estimated three linear feet of archival material from the Intermountain Region Archeology Program will be cataloged, a folder-level inventory will be completed for an estimated 18 boxes of Todd Metzger’s Vanishing Treasures program archives, and an estimated 17,500 documents and images from archeological projects conducted by the Western Archeological and Conservation Center (WACC) will be digitized.  Files management assistance also will be provided to Colorado National Monument for a backlog of approximately 50 linear feet of administrative and resource management records located in the park.  
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
