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Abstract:   This project will initiate efforts to integrate NPS tree-ring specimens stored at the Laboratory of Tree-Ring Research (LTRR), University of Arizona, into a complete, online searchable catalog to increase accountability and access.  Graduate students, in cooperation with staff of the Intermountain Region Museum Services Program, will develop protocols that address NPS and LTRR objectives, enter information on archeological specimens into a web-accessible catalog linked to scientific data repositories, and develop data outputs that will facilitate entry into the Interior Collections Management System by park or Museum Services Program staff.  Protocols will be tested with an estimated 16,000 archeological specimens.
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
