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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

This project will assist Intermountain Region Museum Services Program with assembling documentation for the Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) for the Western Archeological and Conservation Center (WACC), which is critical to the safety of staff and protection of the unique collections housed at the facility.  Because the facility is located in an earthquake zone, the museum collections must be protected from potential damage during an event.  This project will provide an opportunity for students to learn skills related to adapting furnishings, and handling and storing collections appropriately to address earthquake issues.
