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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

This project will assist Grand Teton National Park with cataloging an estimated 30,000 archives, including the historic photograph collection, and land and grazing records, into the Interior Collections Management System (ICMS) and preparing finding aids to facilitate use at the park.  A portion of the historic photograph collection will be digitized to facilitate use. The project will provide an opportunity for students to learn skills related to processing and storing archival collections, and digitizing archives and entering appropriate metadata.
