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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

This project will print inventories, enter new accessions and catalog records and update backlog as necessary, complete FY11 year-end reporting to Washington for Casa Grande Ruins and Organ Pipe Cactus National Monuments and continue museum database assessments for the two parks as time permits. Research will begin for Organ Pipe Cactus National Monument on the location and condition of collections stored in non-NPS repositories as time permits. Cataloging of archeological collections for Casa Grande Ruins and Montezuma Castle National Monuments also will be completed.  The project also will provide assistance to the Intermountain Region Museum Services Program in responding to research requests for object collections and in migrating electronic data.  The project will provide diverse entry-level opportunities in many areas of museum work for students.
